CONCEPT:  
Performs temporary seasonal work. Career progression is not associated with this class. 
Park Attendant
· Receives, records, and safeguards money received for use fees at a park or recreational area.
· Assists the general public.

· Enters and retrieves computerized reservation information.

Seasonal Worker
· Mows, trims, reseeds, landscapes, and cleans park and recreational grounds, facilities, and right of ways.
· Applies chemicals and spreads fertilizer.
· Paints and repairs buildings and recreational equipment.

Life Guard
· Serves as lifeguard and is responsible for the safety of patrons which using facilities.
· Performs customer service functions; answers phones and provides information; receives and receipts fees and takes registration information; and distributes safety brochures.
· Performs facilities operations and maintenance functions, including maintaining equipment; and vacuuming, dusting and cleaning restrooms and other public area.
Office Support

· Opens mail, stamps, stuffs and/or labels envelopes for mass mailings.
· Answers phone, takes messages and/or directs person to destination.
· Operates commonly used office equipment.
· Performs filing and document processing functions.
LEVELS OF WORK:
· Class Group consists of one class.  
MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS:

· None Required.

· Lifeguard positions in this class require a Life Guard Certification by the American Red Cross or nationally recognized equivalent.
