Public Agencies:
The State of Kansas has chosen Public Sourcing Solutions, a division of Educational & Institutional Cooperative Purchasing Services Inc., to provide administrative services for Public Agencies wishing to access this Contract. Pricing is available through Public Sourcing Solutions (see page 12 for details).

Procurement Cards:
State of Kansas agencies may not use Business Procurement Card for purchases from this contract.

Administrative Fee:
Administrative Fees have been incorporated into the unit prices of this contract.

State Credit Card:  Presently, many State Agencies use a State of Kansas Business Procurement Card (Visa) in lieu of a state warrant to pay for some of it's purchases.  No additional charges will be allowed for using the card.

Political Subdivisions:  Political Subdivisions (City, County, School Districts and etc.) are permitted to utilize contracts administered by the Division of Purchases.  Conditions included in this contract shall be the same for political subdivisions.  The State has no responsibility for payments owed by political subdivisions. The vendor must deal directly with the political subdivision.

Interpretation, Enforcement and Forum of Laws:  For disputes between Public Agencies and contractor, this Contract shall be governed by, interpreted, and enforced under the jurisdiction of the state in which the Public Agency resides.

Compliance with Law:  Contractor warrants and certifies that in performance of this Contract, it has complied with or will comply with all applicable statues, rules, regulations and orders of the United States, and any state, municipal or local law of the Public Agency with which it contracts.

Quarterly Reports:  The Contractor and its affiliates are required to submit quarterly reports to the Kansas Division of Purchases, detailing all acquisitions made by the any agency from this contract.  This report should include as a minimum the agency name, quantity, description, and amount.

Contract Price:  Contracts are awarded to take advantage of volume discount pricing for goods and services that have a recurring demand from one or more agencies.   However, if an agency locates a vendor that can provide the identical item at a lower price, a waiver to buy “off-contract" may be considered.

Conditions of Contract:  The following terms and conditions of award are incorporated by reference and include: State of Kansas DA-45/146a; specifications and conditions of the proposal including any addenda; vendors’ response including any addenda, appendices and exhibits.

Payment:  Payment shall be made after receipt of goods or services in agreement with local laws or regulations.  Payments shall not be made for costs or items not listed in the vendor's bid response.

Invoices:  Each purchase order must be individually invoiced.  Invoices shall be forwarded to the using agency in duplicate and shall state the following:

· date of invoice.

· date of shipment (or completion of work);

· purchase order number and contract number;

· itemization of all applicable charges; and

· net amount due.

Shipping and F.O.B. Point:  Prices are F.O.B. DESTINATION, PREPAID AND ALLOWED (included in the price), which means delivered to a state agency's receiving dock or other designated point without additional charge.  Unless otherwise specified, shipments shall be made in order to arrive at the destination at a satisfactory time for unloading during regular working hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except holidays.

Deliveries:  All orders shall be shipped FOB destination, Prepaid and Allowed. Deliveries must be clearly marked with the purchase order number. If delays in delivery are anticipated, the Contractor shall immediately notify the ordering agency of the revised delivery date or partial delivery date. The order may be canceled if delivery time is unsatisfactory. The Contractor shall inform the ordering agency of any supply or delivery problems. Continued delivery problems may result in termination of the contract.

Industry Standards:  If not otherwise provided, materials or work called for in this contract shall be furnished and performed in accordance with best established practice and standards recognized by the contracted industry and comply with all codes and regulations which shall apply.

Default on Delivery:  Any vendor who defaults on delivery as defined in this Contract may, be barred from bidding on any subsequent Solicitation for a period to be determined.

Indefinite Quantity Contract:  This is an open-ended contract to furnish an undetermined quantity of a good or service in a given period of time. An estimated quantity based on past history or other means may be used as a guide.

Prices:  Prices shall remain firm for the entire Period of Contract. Prices shall be net delivered (FOB Destination, Freight Prepaid and Allowed), including all trade, quantity and cash discounts.  Any price reductions available during the contract period shall be offered to the customer. Failure to provide available price reductions may result in termination of the contract.

Price Adjustments:  On the yearly anniversary date of this contract, prices as bid may remain at the price bid or may be based on a price adjustment, upward or downward, keyed to industry and changes. Contractor shall furnish figures at least thirty (30) days prior to expiration date to substantiate any claim for increase. Price increases shall not exceed five percent (5%) of the existing contract. If parties to the contract can not agree on renewal terms, it is hereby understood that the contract will be re‑bid. 
Subcontractors:  The contractor shall be the sole source of contact for the contract.  The Ordering Agency will not directly subcontract any work under the contract to any other firm and will not deal with any subcontractors.  The Contractor is totally responsible for all actions and work performed by its subcontractors.  All terms, conditions and requirements of the contract shall apply without qualification to any services performed or goods provided by any subcontractor.
Sales Tax Determination for State of Kansas Purchasers:

1.
This project has been determined by the Kansas Department of Revenue to be subject to Kansas sales tax. The cost of said Tax must be INCLUDED IN all Bid and Contract prices. Sales tax includes all applicable state, county and city sales taxes.

2.
A general contractor or other contractor who contracts directly with the State of Kansas or one of its agencies shall pay tax as follows:


a.
Labor:  No tax will be assessed since the labor is purchased directly by the State or one of its agencies.


b.
Materials:  Taxes will be assessed on material purchased for the project.

3.
A subcontractor on this project shall pay tax as follows:


a.
Labor: Taxes will be assessed because this labor is not purchased directly by the state or one of its agencies. (However, labor will not be taxed on projects calling for the original construction of a building or for repair or remodeling of a residence).


b.
Materials:  Taxes will be assessed on materials purchased for the project.

4.
Whether sales tax should be paid to the Department of Revenue by a subcontractor on the subcontractor’s labor services will depend upon whether the project qualifies as the original construction of a building or facility or as the repair or remodeling of a residence. The contractor and each subcontractor will be responsible for determining whether labor services for the project qualifies for such exemption and for including the correct amount of state, county and city sales tax applicable to this project. Contractors and subcontractors must include all sales tax due on materials, which are not exempt on this project. 5.
A general contractor or other contractor that contracts directly with the State of Kansas shall obtain copies of the Kansas Retailers Sales Tax Registration certificates from all its subcontractors on this project and have them available at the jobsite upon request.

Implied Requirements:  All products and services not specifically mentioned in this solicitation, but which are necessary to provide the functional capabilities described by the specifications, shall be included. 
Installation Services Specifications:
A.
Upon request, Contractor shall provide installers who are best qualified to perform the type of work desired. The contractor shall

1) Provide adequate man power to complete the installation in a timely manner 

2) Provide the ordering agency all required certificates of insurances, workman’s Compensation Insurance, as requested.

B.
Contractor shall provide a measure and estimator technician with a minimum 3 years experience in commercial type installations. Technician shall assist the project manager with recommendations and suggestions as to which product, from this contract, would be of the best interest for it’s successful completion.

C.
A workday will consist of an 8-hour workday and the duration of all assigned projects will be in increments of 8 hours. It is anticipated that all requested work would be on a Monday through Friday basis only, with no weekend work involved. A workday will be from 7:30 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. It is the responsibility of this contractor to provide sufficient manpower to allow for appropriate breaks and lunch periods, while keeping up to our schedule.  Off-hours installations are addressed in the pricing section of this contract.
D.
If additional time is required to complete an installation, an agreement must be reached between the governing supervisor and the contractor concerning any additional charges before the work is provided.

E.
The Contractor must have equipment available normally used in work commonly associated with the trade. The contractor shall furnish all of the equipment when necessary to carry out the contract performance requirements. No charges will be allowed for tools.

F.
The contractor must have a purchase order completed by the ordering agency or an authorization from the project manager, before any project is started. No projects will be authorized or approved without an official agency authorization or purchase order number.  The Purchase Order number will appear on any and all work orders, invoices, or other correspondence with the ordering agency concerning the project.

G.
Installation logistics and the ordering agency’s project coordinator will determine schedule.

H.
The contractors work must be coordinated to cause the least interference with the operations of the entity and so that the service to existing buildings can be maintained with out interruption.

I. 
Parking for contractor representatives / sub-contractors must be coordinated with the project manager and any related parking authority.  As necessary, the contractor shall purchase any parking permits required by the ordering agency.  It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to monitor the parking of any sub-contractor or contractor representative.

J.
If the contractor finds discrepancies in or omissions from the specifications, measurements, and / or drawings, or if there is doubt as to their meaning, the contractor shall advise the project manager at once.

K.
The contractor shall be responsible for and pay for all incidental damages to buildings, walks, pavements, steps, lawns, and any other property, which is caused by the work performed on the project.  Any such damage shall be corrected by repair or replacement as directed by the project manager and in a matter acceptable to the ordering agency.

L. 
If installation or materials are defective, the project manager must grant permission to the contractor before any repair or replacement is attempted.   If permission is not granted, the installation or material may be removed and replaced by an alternate vendor at the contractor’s expense. 

Permission to repair any such installation or material shall not constitute a waiver of the project manager’s right to require complete removal of defective installation if the repair attempt does not restore quality and appearance of the defective part to the project coordinators satisfaction. If permission is granted, the repair must be according to the project manager’s direction.

M.
Before being eligible for final payment of a project, the contractor will deliver to the project manager all manufacturer special warranties and four (4) copies of the instructions as specified for installation and maintenance.

N.
Workmanship shall be of the highest quality. Failure to provide workmanship of the highest quality may result in rejection of the contractor’s payment request.

O.
All work done under auspices of the contract will include everything to complete a “turn-key” installation. The contractor will provide all materials, tools, permits, licenses, insurance’s, labor, equipment, supervision, and miscellaneous items necessary to complete the job.
P.
All contractors shall be licensed to do business as required by the ordering agency’s local municipality.

Insurance Requirements:

A.
The contractor shall not commence Work under this Project until the contractor has obtained all the insurance required under this Contract and the Owner, under the terms of the agreement, has approved such insurance. The contractor shall not allow any subcontractor to commence Work on the Subcontract until the insurance required of the Subcontractor has been so obtained and approved.

B.
The contractor shall procure and maintain at its expense, from date of the Contractor’s receipt of a Purchase Order until acceptance of the entire Work by the Owner, the following insurance:
1.
Workers Compensation Insurance for the contractor, all partners and employees to be engaged in such Work unless the Subcontractors’ employees are covered by the Contractor’s Workers’ Compensation coverage. The Contractor and all Subcontractors shall include Employers’ Liability coverage with a One Hundred Thousand Dollar ($100,000.00) limit for each accident; disease-policy limit, and disease-each-employee limit.
2. 
Commercial General Liability Insurance, in an amount not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) each occurrence for bodily injury and property damage, a general aggregate of One Million Dollars ($1,000.000.00) and a products-completed operations aggregate of One Million Dollars ($1,000.000.00). Commercial General Liability shall include the following coverage: operations, broad-form property damage; completed operations; independent contractors and contractual.
3.
Automobile Liability Insurances in an amount not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for bodily injury and for property damage combined. Said coverage shall cover all owned, non-owned or hired vehicles of the contractor.

C.
Scope of Insurance and Special Hazards:  The insurance provided above shall provide protection for the contractor and Subcontractor against damage claims which may arise from operations under this contract, whether such operations be by the insured or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by him, and also against any of the following special hazards which may be encountered in the performance of Work under this Contract such as, but not limited to; loading and unloading; excavating, filling and drilling; blasting and explosions; demolition; under-pining; elevators and hoists; rigging and hoisting, and collapse.

D.
The Principle Contractor’s property and liability coverage shall name the owner and all Contractors and/or Subcontractors performing Work on the Project as additional insured.

E.
The contractor shall furnish the Owner with certificates showing types, amounts, special coverage, effective dates and dates of expiration of policies. Such certificates shall provide that the insurance company endeavor to give 30 days notice of policy cancellation to the certificate holder.

F.
The Contractor shall indemnify the Owner against any and all claims for injury to or death of any persons; for loss or damage to any property; and for infringement of any copyright or patent occurring in connection with or in any way incidental to or arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operations or performance of work under this contract. The Owner shall not be precluded from receiving the benefits of any insurance the Contractor may carry which provides for indemnification for any loss or damage to property in the Contractor’s custody and control, where such loss or destruction is to its property. The Contractor shall do nothing to prejudice the Owner’s right to recover against third parties for any loss, destruction, or damage to Owner’s property.

If old carpet does not meet Earth Square® requirements, we consider carpet donation to the Reuse Development Organization (ReDO), an international tax exempt, 501(c) (3) non-profit promoting reuse on every level.  Milliken and ReDO promote reuse as an environmentally sound, socially beneficial and economical means for managing surplus and discarded materials.  Reuse of carpet tile through ReDO has supplied almost a million square yards of Milliken Carpet to organizations supporting socially or economically deprived individuals around the world.

D.
If additional time is required to complete an installation, an agreement must be reached between the governing supervisor and the contractor concerning any additional charges before the work is provided.

E.
The Contractor must have equipment available normally used in work commonly associated with the trade. The contractor shall furnish all of the equipment when necessary to carry out the contract performance requirements. No charges will be allowed for tools.

F.
The contractor must have a purchase order completed by the ordering agency or an authorization from the project manager, before any project is started. No projects will be authorized or approved without an official agency authorization or purchase order number.  The Purchase Order number will appear on any and all work orders, invoices, or other correspondence with the ordering agency concerning the project.

G.

A new product warranty is provided for all Milliken renewed products covering 10-year fiber wear and 1-year latent defects.

Program Guidelines and Procedures

5. The customer must first contact the local Milliken representative to schedule

6. If the existing product appears to be suitable for the Earth Square® process, the 

      customer must provide a sample as follows:

           a. 6 representative tiles 

      It is important that the tiles sent for samples be representative of the general condition

of the existing carpet.  Attic stock, or tiles in poor condition, are not suitable for  samples.

7. Milliken will evaluate the sample lot to determine the technical feasibility for renewal, redesign and coloration. If the product passes the evaluation, it will be certified to undergo the Earth Square® process and a return authorization will be issued to the customer.

7.  The customer is responsible for faxing the order to the attention of Alethia McLemore    at 800-962-6521.  After the order has been entered, shipping labels, a bill of lading and

shipping instructions are sent to the pickup location.  The customer is

responsible for stacking and shrink wrapping the carpet tile on pallets, and attaching                                                                                                               pallet being shipped back to the Milliken plant in LaGrange, Georgia.  When the carpet is ready for shipment, the customer will contact designated transportation company, as instructed in the letter, for pickup.  The cost for shipping the carpet from the customer to La Grange is paid by the customer.

8. Only whole tiles (18”x 18”or 36”x 36”) are suitable for Earth Square® processing. The 

    customer is responsible for separating old modular carpet into “usable carpet” and 

    waste carpet (not suitable for processing ) prior to shipment. Only usable carpet is 

    shipped back to Milliken. Waste carpet and carpet tiles will be shipped to a 

    responsible recycling center thus avoiding the landfill. The customer is responsible

    for recycling costs (these costs are normally equal to or less than landfill tipping

    fees).

Yields

Earth Square® yields (net quantity of carpet returned to the customer after processing) average 50%-80% of the quantity of usable carpet received for processing. Yields depend on many factors including the age and condition of the old modular carpet. Milliken makes no commitments or guarantees as to the amount of carpet tile that will be returned to the customer, nor does Milliken guarantee the suitability of renovated products for the installation free from shading or visible seams. 

If old carpet does not meet Earth Square® requirements, we consider carpet donation to the Reuse Development Organization (ReDO), an international tax exempt, 501(c) (3) non-profit promoting reuse on every level.  Milliken and ReDO promote reuse as an environmentally sound, socially beneficial and economical means for managing surplus and discarded materials.  Reuse of carpet tile through ReDO has supplied almost a million square yards of Milliken Carpet to organizations supporting socially or economically deprived individuals around the world.

Milliken Carpet additionally partners with both the Invista (see pricing below) and Starnet Recycling programs which is utilized when appropriate for the reclamation of used carpets that are not eligible for the Earth Square program..

Once we have exhausted opportunities to renew or reuse the carpet, we then look to lower levels of recovery as recognized by the EPA.  The next level is the recycling of components into new carpet.  Milliken is committed to the insertion of recycled components into our new products. We transform carpet back into carpet as a closed-loop recovery process whenever possible.

The final step for carpet recovery is waste to energy, the lowest level of recycling that Milliken supports. If all other methods for carpet recovery are exhausted and the carpet recovered is not suitable for Earth Square®, ReDO, or closed-loop recycling, we maintain our commitment of zero waste to landfill and supplement our recovery process through energy cogeneration.

Milliken is proud of its long-standing commitment to Environmental Stewardship.
