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Item Overview: 

The Department chartfield identifies the financial management organizational entity associated with a particular financial transaction. Since the State will utilize a single listing of Department chartfield values, all agencies will share the same Department Table/Tree which will be consistently defined and organized at the State appropriation level. In addition, lower level department values will be agency-defined to capture where each agency will budget, transact, and report using the software.  From an organizational management view, the software will capture fiscal accountability and responsibility.

Approach:

The GL Team has defined the following configuration approach for the Department chartfield.  The State will use this chartfield to capture the State and agency organization chart. The Department chartfield is a required chartfield on all transactions and captures the cost of the work unit that delivers goods or services. 

The Department chartfield will be a 10-character field and the convention will be defined as follows: The first 3 characters will be the agency code. The remaining 7 characters will be a 7 number sequence defined to represent the agency’s table of organization.

Agencies will submit an agency-specific Department Tree for the configuration of the Department chartfield values. The Department chartfield values will be centrally assigned and maintained. As a result once the system is in production, agencies will need to centrally submit requests for additions, deletions, or modifications to this chartfield.
