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Item Overview: 

Project Costing uses transactions to track, analyze, and report on actual and planned project costs.  You assign source types to individual transactions to identify the transaction's purpose.  Source types can be as general or as specific as needed.  For example, you can use a Salary source type to track total project Salary costs.  Source Types are mostly used for reporting purposes within PeopleSoft.  Source Types can also be tied to Categories and Sub Categories within the PeopleSoft system.  Source Types are optional.

· The defined Source Types should be generic to enable ease of maintenance and use.

· Agencies will maintain Source Types after implementation.
