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Item Overview: 

The Reference Qualifier table is a required setup item. Since there are many types of reference numbers associated with a payment, the Reference Qualifier identifies the meaning of the reference number (ex: invoice number, purchase order number), which enables the system to search for the type of table to use in order to correctly apply the payment. Reference qualifiers are codes that are established for this purpose. 

Also use reference qualifier codes to identify the types of references to use when building a payment, transfer, maintenance, or draft worksheet.
