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Item Overview: 

The Budget Reference Chartfield will be renamed Budget Unit in the SMART system.  The current STARS Budget Unit values will map to the SMART Budget Unit ChartFields. The Budget Unit is a four-digit code created for each appropriation authorized by the Legislature. A budget unit is tied to each fund. Multiple budget units may be established in a fund to differentiate between different lines of Appropriation or different funding sources.

Approach:

· The current STARS Budget Unit table will not be loaded into the SMART system directly.
· STARS budget units are not unique. The STARS Budget Unit table structure includes fields for Agency, Division, Budget Fiscal Year, Budget Unit, Title, Appropriation Type, and Appropriation Account Type. The key fields are Agency, Division, Budget Fiscal Year, and Budget Unit. In order to share the ChartField values on a single table, it will be necessary to renumber any of the existing budget units that have been duplicated.
· The display length for this field will be changed to 4 digits in ChartField Configurator.
· The length of the STARS Budget Unit Title is approximately 50 characters and exceeds the PS delivered long description length of 30 characters. We will need to manually shorten all STARS Budget Unit Titles to fit the delivered description field. If we just truncate the existing titles, important meaning could be lost.  
· A short description does not currently exist for Budget Units in STARS. A methodology will have to be developed for creating a short description for existing Budget Units, most likely a manual process. 
· No roll-ups will be created for this ChartField. Budget Units will be at the detail transaction level.

· GL 027.000 System uses effective dating when adding or inactivating any element of the Chart of Accounts (at all levels) and validates entries based upon the effective date.

· GL 038.000 System provides for Chart of Accounts elements to have a short description of at least 25 alphanumeric characters.
· GL025.00  System permits all chart of account elements to be added or changed to an active or inactive status.

Assumptions:

· The Budget Unit table in the current accounting system, STARS, will not be converted and loaded into SMART directly. Budget Unit values will be loaded up in SMART after the existing duplicate values from STARS have been renumbered.
· The Effective Status (EFF_STATUS) will be the default “A” for all values
· The Budget Unit will continue to be a 4 digit number but the field length in SMART will remain 8 digits.  This will provide the State flexibility in the future if more numbers or a different numbering system is needed. 
· The Budgetary only box will NOT be checked.  Budget Units will be budgeted at the transaction level so a rolled-up or budgetary level is not needed.
· One GL BU will be configured.

· The chart of accounts is a statewide structure shared by all agencies.
· Budget Unit values are established, maintained, and controlled centrally.
· Budget Unit values are established in a system control table.

· Budget Unit values are viewable and selectable in a dropdown menu.

· The Budget Unit is required on all transactions.

· The Budget Unit ChartField will be centrally defined and controlled.
