Approach:

· The State of Kansas will use ChartField 1 to accommodate agency specific financial data that can’t be captured in another ChartField.  This ChartField will be agency defined, but centrally controlled and maintained.  Agencies can request that new values be added to the table within the prescribed schema.  The first 3 digits indicate agency number.  The remaining 7 digits will be designated by the agencies.  The Agency will provide the long and short description.  The field label will be changed from ChartField 1 to Agency Use in the ChartField configurator.

· GL 019.000 System provides the ability to permit authorized users to establish and maintain a standard Chart of Accounts to meet statewide and user (agency) accounting and financial reporting needs, using tables that do not require programming knowledge to establish or modify.   

· GL 021.190  System shall provide ability for General Ledger accounts to be designated by a user-definable "account type," which can be tracked on all transactions, including: User-Defined Field -Cost Center

· GL 034.000 System allows Chart of Accounts changes and maintains records of the historical Chart of Accounts.

· GL 055.000 System provides the ability to add, change or inactivate Chart of Accounts values online with proper security.

· GL 062.000 System provides the ability to maintain historical changes of Chart of Accounts segment definition and characteristics.

Assumptions:

· The ChartField 1 will be designed by the agencies, with the module team doing the configuration.  After go live the configuration will be centrally controlled.
· The chart of accounts is a statewide structure shared by all agencies.

· Each chartfield element has a centrally defined purpose, except for ChartField 1 which is for agency use.

· ChartField 1 is optional.  Some ChartFields are optional and others are required on all transactions.

· All chartfield values must be established in system control tables – no value is free-form text.

· All chartfield values across the state are viewable and selectable in a dropdown menu.  

· The module team will receive information from the agencies regarding this ChartField and be responsible for the configuration of the ChartField.

· The agency will be responsible for providing the detailed values (within the prescribed schema – first 3 digits are the agency number), descriptions, and short descriptions.
