	The PROGRAM_TBL is used to define and maintain the configuration of the chartfield element for Program, which allows the user to track amounts which you want to apply budgetary controls to.

	
	
	


Approach:

· The ChartField for Program will allow the state to identify the costs of providing a specific good or service in response to an identified social or individual need or problem.
· The current STARS PCA table will not be loaded into the SMART system directly.
· STARS PCA codes are not unique. The STARS PCA table structure includes fields for Agency, PCA, Budget Fiscal Year, Title, Function, and Activity. The key fields are Agency, Budget Fiscal Year, and PCA. In order to share the ChartField values on a single table, it will be necessary to renumber any of the existing budget units that have been duplicated.
· There will be an effort to purify the existing list of STARS PCA codes. The STARS PCA codes include constructs for Organizational structure and Location. That type of data should be captured in the new SMART Dept ID and Service Location ChartFields. This work will involve agencies and their budget analysts as well as the project team.
· The Program ChartField will remain 5 numeric digits as it is in STARS today.
· The configuration for Program will require a workshop and/or task for all agencies and should be conducted in conjunction with the Division of Budget to obtain detail values
· There will continue to be agency specific programs as well as standard enterprise-wide programs such as Debt Service, Capital Improvements, Administration, etc. as defined by the Division of the Budget. The opportunity exists to restructure the current PCA’s for programs that span multiple agencies (i.e. – Medicaid Assistance). Ranges can be created so that agency specific sub-PCA’s (sub-programs) for Medicaid Assistance can be rolled up to a budgetary only level to facilitate enterprise-wide reporting/budgeting.

· GL 034.000 System allows Chart of Accounts changes and maintains records of the historical Chart of Accounts.

· GL 055.000 System provides the ability to add, change or inactivate Chart of Accounts values online with proper security.

· GL 062.000 System provides the ability to maintain historical changes of Chart of Accounts segment definition and characteristics.

· CA 101.000  System provides the ability to summarize costed transactions at various user-defined levels (i.e., by levels in the GL Chart of Accounts/reporting hierarchy) such as organization, program, task, project, or general reporting category

· GL 021.040  System shall provide ability for General Ledger accounts to be designated by a user-definable "account type," which can be tracked on all transactions, including: Program Structure
· GL 211.040  System provides appropriation budgetary controls by user-defined combinations of the elements/element hierarchies shown below: Program Structure
· GL 231.040  System provides operating budgetary controls for each agency with user-defined combinations of the elements shown below: Program Structure
· GL 027.000 System uses effective dating when adding or inactivating any element of the Chart of Accounts (at all levels) and validates entries based upon the effective date.

· GL 038.000 System provides for Chart of Accounts elements to have a short description of at least 25 alphanumeric characters.
· GL025.00  System permits all chart of account elements to be added or changed to an active or inactive status.
Assumptions:

· The Program ChartField  will be centrally maintained.
· The chart of accounts is a statewide structure shared by all agencies.

· The Division of Budget will work with Agencies to determine Program codes for budgeting. The Division of Budget will control the Program ChartField just like they control the Program Cost Account (PCA) code in STARS.
· The Program ChartField is required on all transactions.
· All ChartField values must be established in system control tables – no value is free-form text.

· All ChartField values across the state are viewable and selectable in a dropdown menu.  Security and budget setup prevent unauthorized use of another agencies chartfield values.

· The ChartField Attribute page will be configured in CGL029.  Therefore, it will not be addressed in the Program Code configuration.
· IBARS will be modified to accommodate the new SMART Chart of Accounts.

· The Division of Budget will allow the use of multiple SMART ChartFields (Dept ID, Program) for budget prep and submission in IBARS. The key for IBARS is currently the STARS Program Cost Account (PCA).
· Organizational unit constructs that have been built into the STARS PCA will be redefined as SMART Dept IDs.
